The last two songs, “Potato’s Song” and “For | Will Consider My Cat
Jeoffry,” are exceptions; they are intended for continuous play on long
drives and clinical applications. These two songs have no melodies to
get stuck in your ear.

Your interest in this well-researched, tested and proven species-specific
music shows that you are a member of a growing community of people
who recognize that many animals are sentient, aware, and capable
of appreciating beauty—as long as that beauty is designed for them.
